• Utilize construction operations planning methods to create accurate project 
schedules and monitor productivity.  
 
• Interpret and apply applicable building codes and regulations in 
construction processes.  
 
• Operate industry-standard software for computer-aided design and 
drafting (CADD), project cost estimating, and project scheduling.
