DESCRIPTION 

This course covers properties of real numbers, solutions of first- and 
second-degree polynomial equations and inequalities, systems of 
equations and their graphs, basic properties of logarithms, complex 
numbers, basic right triangle trigonometry and laws of sines and cosines. 
The purpose of this course is to prepare students for the transition to 
college algebra.

REGISTRATION 
PROCESS 

 
Students must register for the course through the College’s regular 
registration process.

Please 
note that all four modules will NOT be visible when you first login, but will 
become visible once you complete the requirements for each module. 
Please complete FL2024-ONL-001-L1 by August 21, 2024. Failure to 
complete the online orientation by the above date may result in de-
registration from your Fall 2024 online course. 
 

EXAMS OR 
ASSIGNMENTS 

The Tests have due dates.  If the student does not complete the test by 
the due date a 5% penalty will be assessed.  The student is expected to 
take pictures of the test work and immediately email the test work to the 
instructor kshepherd@monroeccc.edu.  If the instructor does not receive 
the test work within 15 minutes of test completion, the test grade will be 
changed to 0.

Software Requirements 
 
Download/access web-based Microsoft Office applications: 
1. Go to www.monroeccc.edu and click CURRENT STUDENTS 
2. Next click on EMAIL from the list of links on the left, it will open 

another window 
3. Click EMAIL LOGIN, then log in with your entire MCCC email 

address (e.g., tperson23456@my.monroeccc.edu) and email 
password (new student password = first letter of first name (lower 
case), first letter of last name (lower case), birth year, 7-digit 
student ID number). 

4. Click on the 9-dot square in the upper left corner next to the word 
“Outlook”, some Office Suite icons appear 

5. Click on the Office 365 with an arrow link, more Office Suite 
icons appear    

6. Finally, click on the Install Office link and follow the instructions 
*NOTE there are links in the instructions if you have difficulties 
installing the software. Please use those links to resolve any 
possible installation issues.

Brightspace - Login to Brightspace using your unique MCCC email 
address and email password (new student password = first letter of first 
name (lower case), first letter of last name (lower case), birth year, 7-digit 
student ID number). 
 
You should be able to access Brightspace 24 hours after 
registering for a course. Courses are not available in Brightspace 
until the first day of the semester. 
  
E-mail - Your email address is your MyWebPal user name followed by 
@my.monroeccc.edu (i.e. jsmith12345@my.monroeccc.edu) and email 
password (new student password = first letter of first name (lower case), 
first letter of last name (lower case), birth year, 7-digit student ID 
number). 
 
WebPal - You need a WebPAL user ID and a password to access WebPAL. 
Your WebPAL user ID is usually your first initial and last name (i.e. Mary 
Smith = msmith). To find your user ID, click on "What's My User ID?" 
on the WebPAL home page. Your initial password is your six-digit birthdate 
(i.e. January 1, 1970 = 010170). After logging on the first time, WebPAL 
will ask you to change your password. If you are a returning student and 
can't remember your password, click on "What's My Password?" on the 
WebPAL home page, then choose "Reset my password." If you have an 
e-mail address on file, WebPAL will send you a new password.
