This course provides an overview of major subject areas in psychological
science. We will explore several areas of psychology in two key ways: by
understanding how scientific knowledge and principles are generated and
evaluated and by exploring the implications of psychology's findings.
Principles of scientific investigation, including scientific theories,
hypotheses, methods, and evaluating results will be applied to the study
of human behavior and experience, spanning content areas ranging from
cellular to ecological, including biological psychology, sensation,
perception, human development, cognition, learning, motivation,
emotion, stress, and social processes. We will also apply this knowledge
and these skills to psychology and other subjects. The course is designed
to prepare students for future psychology classes and to enhance critical
thinking skills for other academic studies, for careers, and for everyday
life.

To login to Brightspace, E-mail, or WebPal, go to www.monroeccc.edu
and click on CURRENT STUDENTS on the menu bar, then click on
Brightspace, email, or WebPal from the links that appear on the left side
of the screen.

Brightspace - Login to Brightspace using your unique MCCC WebPal
username (i.e., the first part of your MCCC email address) and 7-digit
student ID number for your password (or whatever password you use
for your MCCC college email account). You should be able to access
Brightspace 24 hours after registering for a course. Courses are not
available in Brightspace until the first day of the semester.

E-mail - Your email address is your MyWebPal user name followed by
@my.monroeccc.edu (i.e. jsmith12345@my.monroeccc.edu). Your
password is your seven-digit student ID number (including leading zeros).

WebPal - You need a WebPAL user ID and a password to access
WebPAL. Your WebPAL user ID is usually your first initial and last name
(i.e. Mary Smith = msmith). To find your user ID, click on "What's My
User ID?" on the WebPAL home page. Your initial password is your six-
digit birthdate (i.e. January 1, 1970 = 010170). After logging on the first
time, WebPAL will ask you to change your password. If you are a
returning student and can't remember your password, click on "What's
My Password?" on the WebPAL home page, then choose "Reset my
password." If you have an e-mail address on file, WebPAL will send you
a new password.
